The U. S. Army Corps of Engineers will be

removing trees and woody vegetation along the Orleans
Canal and Lakeshore Drive for flood control.  They will

remove trees within the levee section and within 15 feet

from the levee toe.  They will not be removing trees
along Bayou St. John at this time other than the trees on

the lake side of the flood gates.  They may at a later

time make recommendations to the Levee District on

tree removal along Bayou St. John.  Their lawyers have
drafted a document that gives them the right to remove

anything within 100 feet of a levee that jeopardizes the

integrity of the levee such as power poles, structures,
swimming pools, fences, fence poles, and roads.  The

Corp believes that it is important to have broad

language in the document but as a practical matter they

have assured me that they will not be establishing a
root-free and vegetation-free zone out 100 feet from

levees.

Park and Parkways does not want any debris piled
on the neutral grounds.  The trees that we are trying to

save could be damaged as well as the loss of soil that

occurs when the debris is scooped.  We have needed fill
along Spanish Fort and Robert E. Lee for years and

need even more now.  If debris is placed on the street,

where cars usually park, then when they scoop the
debris they just scrape along the street causing no

damage.  Debris must not be black plastic bags for

FEMA pick ups.

The State using 80% Federal money is doing a
street overlay project on Robert E. Lee Blvd. from

Marconi to Beauregard but no curb work.  This is not a

reconstruction project like they are doing on Paris Ave.
or Fleur de Lis.  I am working to have the project

amended to include much needed curbs.
